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Distinguished Real Estate Instructor (DREI)(
 Renewal Criteria

A. Active Renewal
DREI designations are awarded for a three-year period.  During the third year, and subsequent three-year cycles, designees may apply to renew the DREI.  Active requirements are:

1. Renewal Fee of $50.

2. Renewal Application.  Renewal qualification is demonstrated through an accumulation of credits based on activity and achievement since the DREI was awarded (or last renewed).  The total minimum number of credits required for active DREI status is 85, from items (a), (b), and (c) below, as awarded by the DREI Committee.

(a) Continuing Real Estate Education:  Required minimum = 15 credits.

Attendance at REEA Conference………………………………….5 credits

Attendance at REEA Chapter Meeting…………………………….1 credit per day

Attendance at two-day REEA Instructor Development Workshop…5 credits

Attendance at one-day REEA Instructor Development Workshop…2.5 credits

Attendance at real estate related conferences and courses

   provided by colleges, universities, proprietary schools or

   other industry organizations………………………………………1 credit per 10 hours

(b) Continuing Real Estate Teaching:  Required minimum = 30 credits.

Each 10 classroom hours taught…………………………………1 credit

Speaker at REEA or other national level meeting or conference

        of a trade or professional real estate related organization………...2 credits

Speaker at REEA Chapter or other state/local level meeting

        of a trade or professional real estate related organization………..1 credit

(c) Personal and Industry Betterment:  No required minimum/no maximum  (Not limited to the following examples:)

Elected office or committee chair in REEA or other

          national level industry organization………………………………5 credits

Elected office in REEA Chapter or other state/local

          level industry organization………………………………………3 credits

Service as a book reviewer…………………………………….1-5 credits

Published real estate article……………………………………..1-5 credits

Published real estate book………………………………………10-25 credits

Development of a real estate course…………………………….0.5 per class hour, maximum of 25

Service(s) rendered to a real estate regulatory agency……………10-25 credits

The above constitute the active renewal requirements.  Renewing DREIs are not required to sit for another written exam nor is re-evaluation of teaching skills required.

B. Inactive Renewal

An Inactive status is available after one Active renewal to DREIs who cannot achieve the minimum number of credits for second (or subsequent) renewal term.  The DREI must apply for Inactive status and pay the $50 renewal fee.  If Inactive status is approved by the DREI Committee, the member is ineligible to use the DREI in any communication to the public.  Those granted Inactive Status may reactivate the designation as long as they comply with the Active Renewal criteria set forth at the time Active renewal application is made and annual maintenance fees have been paid.

C. Emeritus Status

An Emeritus status is available to DREIs who are fully retired from active real estate instruction.  Once the Emeritus status is granted by the DREI Committee, the designation cannot be reactivated and there is no payment of fees associated with the DREI program.  The term “DREI Emeritus” must be used in self-promotion or other material.
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
